Each dance result placed to 50% of dancers who dance on the day.

Dancers in the beginners and novice sections will have additional highly

commended awards.

If five or less dance, all five dancers will be placed.

AGGREGATE ROUNDS:

Both rounds are added together for an overall result.

Prizes will be awarded to the top THREE dancers who danced on the day and

completed both rounds.

SPECIAL SECTIONS/TROPHY DANCES:

Prizes will be awarded to the top THREE dancers for each section/dance.
